The MD2030/MD2040 uses a 
convertible inflator. Depending on the installed inflator cap, operation 
and instructions will di�er: grey is Automatic Mode, and yellow is Manual 
Mode. When the grey, automatic cap is installed, the PFD will inflate either 
automatically during immersion, manually by jerking a pull-tab, or orally
