Failure to do so will
generate lethal voltages on the CT.

Ij If an inverter is installed on the vessel, its power leads must be
disconnected at the battery before the unit is installed. Many
inverters have a “sleep mode” in which their voltage potential may
not be detectable with measuring equipment.

o If an AC generator is installed on the vessel, it must be stopped
and rendered inoperable before the unit is installed.

o Verify that no other DC or AC sources are connected to the vessel’s
wiring before installing the unit.

o If the unit must be removed, connect the CT leads together before
restoring power to the AC system.

o The back of the unit is not waterproof. Do not install where
the back of the monitor is exposed to water.
